A number of assessments will be carried out throughout the year, including weekly reflection of class work, PTM (Progress Test in Maths) & PTE (English), and Salford reading tests. Results will be shared during parent teacher meetings.

Assessment


A number of assessments will be carried out throughout the year, including weekly reflection of class work, PTM (Progress Test in Maths) and PTE (Progress Test in English), and a number of reading assessments. The results of these will be shared during parent-teacher meetings. 





Homework


Homework Activities will be introduced gradually in Term 1.


Homework: Homework is an extension of work carried out in class. Activities will be set on a Monday for the whole week and folders should be returned on a Friday to be marked. 


Reading: Reading will be set Monday to Friday. We use the ‘Bug Club’ Reading Scheme, which you will be familiar with from Year 2. Your child will be assigned an Independent Reading Book and Guided Reading Book each week. We also use the Sounds Write Phonics Programme, from which your child will have a weekly reading book. This will be sent out via Seesaw. Hard copies of these books will be used in school, but cannot be sent home due to CO-VID restrictions. To extend reading further, when your child is ready, we will also make use of the Accelerated Reader Programme. 


Spellings: Spellings will be set Monday to Wednesday and revision on Thursday for a Friday spelling test. Use whatever method works for your child to help them learn their spellings. If you need help with this, let your class teacher know. Your child will also receive a weekly Spelling activity linked to the spellings for that week. 


Literacy: A short literacy activity linked to your child’s Guided Reading Book will be set each week. 


Mathletics/Numeracy: Numeracy activities will be set on Mathletics each week and your child may also be given a Numeracy activity linked to our Numeracy focus in class. 


Mental Maths: Your child will have a short mental maths written activity each week.


Topic: For some of our topics, your child may be given small projects to work on at home. This will be explained in the Weekly Homework Overview. 


Study Ladder: Study Ladder will be used to support or extend learning at home. More details will follow. 





Homework should take no longer than 20 minutes and shouldn’t be an ‘ordeal’, if your child is really struggling with a particular homework, please let us know and we can review it in class.
